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why there is such an 

event we commonly call 
“Christmas” That is because 
God wanted to be our        
Emmanuel.  
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The justice of God requires 
payment for the penalty of 
man’s transgression for       
He  cannot  accept man into 

fellowship because of his sinful state. Out of His great love 
to us He  willingly made Himself our Emmanuel (1John 
4.10; John 3.16; 1.14; Philippians 2.6-11. Hebrews 2.17). 
There was no necessity for God to save any person at any 
given time but in His love He decided to save     man from 
the bondage of sin. In theological perspective it is called 
the “consequent absolute necessity” view of atonement. 

This is the essence of Christmas. Emmanuel – 
God with us, God in our midst, God among us. God      
became man thus identifying Himself with those He 
wanted to save. There is no other way for God to save us 
but through Christ dying in our stead. The    redemptive 
work of Christ (through His life, death and resurrection) 
was already finished yet still the meaning and realization 
of Emmanuel in its fullest sense will be experienced when 
“He will dwell with them” (Revelation 21.3) in His kingdom 
forever. 

May the concept of “Emmanuel” may bring us to a 
meaningful and fresh understanding of our     Christmas 
celebration. Have a blessed Christmas and a fruitful New 
Year!
